¥ If your student is going to a friendÕs house for a pre-
party before the dance, contact that friendÕs parents and
confirm that the parents will be at home to supervise the
party and that there will not be any alcohol or drugs at the
pre-party.
¥ Before leaving for the dance, remind your student of the
consequences, both at school and at home, for using, pos-
sessing, selling, or furnishing alcohol or drugs.  
¥ Ask your student what friends he/she will be going with
to this event.
¥ Set a curfew. A reasonable curfew is within one or two
hours following the end of the dance or activity.
¥ Do not permit your student to reserve or stay in a
hotel/motel room following the dance. There is never a
good reason for students, who are also underage, to spend
the night in a hotel room together without adult supervision. 
¥ Most importantly:  DRUGS AND ALCOHOL ARE
NOT PERMITTED. Please note that randomly selected stu-
dents may be searched/tested for drugs and alcohol. If a stu-
dent is searched and found to have drugs or alcohol, the stu-
dent will be escorted off the premises by a school-spon-
sored chaperone and will be unable to stay at the dance. 

Sharing and following these guidelines with your chil-
dren will help them to make safe, wise, sane, smart deci-
sions and choices. LetÕs work together to help them succeed
in life. As the proverb says, letÕs educate people to plan for
a lifetime.

Improving Academic Programs
at Redwood

We are looking closely at the 20-25% of Redwood stu-
dents that are not performing at a high level and who have
received a D or an F in one or more classes. We hope to dis-
cover exactly why these students are receiving these grades.
Is it a reading issue, not doing homework, trouble with the
content? Are some in a class that is just too hard for them,
or is it a combination of things? We are also looking at what
support services currently exist at Redwood for these stu-
dents.

To follow up on these findings and to correct these
issues, we will be either adding to the existing curricula or
creating new classes to meet the needs of these struggling
students at Redwood. In addition, we are looking for new
programs that can be brought into Redwood that would
engage some of these students and get them excited about
high school education. Two of the programs we are explor-
ing are Culinary Art classes and Medical Arts and Science
Careers. We are currently working with the County ROP
program to see how we can bring these classes into the
Tamalpais Union High School District.

We believe that we can maintain and improve the excel-
lent challenging academic programs at Redwood for our
high achieving students, and also better meet the education-
al needs for ALL of our students.

AEC and Parent Support Fund Score Big with
Autodesk- Students Get CAD Software

Autodesk has just donated over $50,000 worth of software
to the students in the Architecture, Engineering and
Construction (AEC) Program here at Redwood. Last fall the
Parent Support Fund allocated $7500 for the purchase of
Autodesk Design Academy. This software allows the stu-
dents in the AEC Program access to all the current releases
of all the Computer-Aided Design (CAD) programs that
Autodesk provides. This very generous allocation is much

appreciated. Now, in addition, Autodesk is providing 50
free copies of their Architectural Design and Engineering
CAD programs. These program copies are full software
licenses for students to take home and use.

Later this spring, all advanced AEC students who are
continuing in their studies here at RHS in AEC will receive
their own copies of the software of their choice.

If students wished to
buy these licenses, they would be over $1200 for each bun-
dle of software.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Campus Improvement

B.J. Martin and Jean Von Berg report-
ed that the next work party will be held
in front of the theatre this Sunday,

noon. New landscaping soil will be
placed prior to the $2,000 worth of
planting. B.J. emphasized that these
are low maintenance plants, and that
two truckloads of plants can be planted
in three hours. B.J. mentioned that
Rock ÔN Roll for Redwood has previ-
ously funded the project, so next year
there will have to be some creative
funding. Since B.J. is leaving next
year, ÒJerry with the wheelbarrowÓ has
stepped up to help Jean.

Faculty File

Kathy Grady and Ann Gordon reported
that there were 14 gifts in the drawing
held last Thursday. There are about 100
staff members and with two more
drawings, they encouraged everyone to
donate gifts in order to cover all staff
members. They emphasized that even
repeat gifts are welcome. Ann and
Kathy also spoke about Grad Night,
which will be held on June 8, 2006.
The games and prizes committee are
looking for gifts in the $25 range, or
five large items.  

Redwood Foundation

Elaine Bengle, reporting for Sarah
McGhie, said that we have not quite
reached the $600,000 goal. Elaine
mentioned that there is a new
Redwood site (www.redwoodhsfoun-
dation.com) which will be available
beginning April 1, 2006.

SuperintendentÕs Report

Elaine welcomed Bob Ferguson, who
spoke about the upcoming $80 million
bond measure on the June ballot. Bob
said that $2 million is set aside for the
landscaping and irrigation project. At
Redwood, the two primary projects
are: 1) a second gym; and 2) a new
pool, including solar energy for heating
of the pool. Tam High needs $6 million
to refurbish  Keyser Hall, where the
mold and water in the walls is so bad
that the walls need to be torn down.
Bob also spoke about two aspects of
the curriculum: 1) a college-bound stu-
dentsÕ program; and 2) disengaged stu-
dents who are not connecting. Bob
pointed out that there is a waitlist at
Tamiscal, and that 25% of freshmen
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struggle during the first year. He point-
ed out that 9th grade is the critical year
to get involved, and that new programs
will be added to match the needs of
Redwood students. Funding in the
amount of $100,000 is being looked at
to kick start two programs: 1) culinary
arts; and 2) medical science careers
(talks have begun with Kaiser
Hospital). Bob emphasized that all
three high schools are excellent and
that adequate resources are needed to
ensure that kids connect, especially in
9th grade, and that more is done to pre-
pare students for college and careers.
The honors and AP programs are being
scrutinized and also the language pro-
grams since Redwood does not offer
Pacific Rim languages. Bob said that
the passage of the bond is critical.

PrincipalÕs Report

Nancy Neu announced that the Eighth
Grade Parent Information night will be
held tonight and next Thursday, March
16, 2006.

Speaker

Melissa Blaustein, a senior at
Redwood, presented a teen suicide pro-
gram entitled ÒPrevention Is Possible.Ó
Melissa first worked on this project for
two years, beginning as a community-
service based project. She noted that
20% of teens have thought about sui-
cide and that it is the third leading
cause of death in the 15 to 24 year-old
age group. Suicide usually results from
mental illness, anxiety, ADD, or
depression, and that it is important to
recognize the risk factors (such as pre-
vious attempts; physical appearance;
self-esteem) and to know the signs
(loss of interest; withdrawal; talking

about death). Melissa talked about the
steps toward prevention. She began the
Marin County Teen Mental Health
Board, and she received funding to
involve many high schools. This pro-
gram will be presented to the Social
Issues classes next month. Melissa pre-
sented a seven-question screening tool,
which will be filled out by students to
assess mental health.

New Business

Elaine has a box of directories and
membership forms for those who did
not receive them. The cost is $30 and
$10 for each additional directory.

Barbara Solomon spoke about the
ÒEvery 15 MinutesÓ program, which
will be held on March 29 and 30, 2006.

This is a program for juniors and
seniors, sponsored by the California
Highway Patrol, to show the effects of
someone killed every fifteen minutes
by a teen under the influence of drugs
or alcohol. Barbara described it as a
shock program, where the whole stu-
dent body is involved. Students are
pulled from class to completely re-
enact an accident. This is then video-
taped and shown at an assembly the
next day. This year, freshmen and
sophomores will be involved. Barbara
pointed out that the administration is
committed to this program every two
years. She asked for parents to help out
with food for the CHP and the stu-
dents.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:55
A.M.

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n March 29th and 30th, Redwood stu-
dents learned what it was like to lose a
friend or a classmate to a drunk driving
accident. Every 15 Minutes,a program
sponsored by the California Highway
Patrol and supported by the Twin
Cities Police and all neighboring police
and fire departments, is presented at
Redwood every two years. Beginning
at 8 A.M. on March 29 and continuing
every 15 minutes throughout the day,
the Grim Reaper, played by a member
of the Twin Cities Police Department,
pulled a student out of class and
brought him or her to Kreps
Conference Center, to be processed as

had his or her face painted white, and a
poster was left in the classroom as a
memorial. After planting ÒheadstonesÓ
in the front parking lot, each of the
ÒdeceasedÓ students then returned to
class, but was not to speak to anyone
for the rest of the day. Following a full
dayÕs worth of student deaths, the
ÒdeceasedÓ students spent the night on
a retreat with Assistant Principal
LaSandra White. In the meantime,
their parents spent an emotional
evening with Redwood counselors.
The parents wrote letters to their
ÒdeceasedÓ kids, and the
ÒdeceasedÓ kids wrote letters to
their parents.

During the lunch hour that
day, local police and fire depart-
ments staged a car accident
caused by drunk driving, and the
entire student body watched as
two students were taken away
via CHP helicopter and ambu-
lance and the Òdrunk driverÓ was taken
to the County Jail. One student victim
went to the hospital, only to find out he
was seriously injured, paralyzed from
the waist down, while two female vic-
tims Òdied,Ó one at the scene, and one
was pronounced ÒdeadÓ at the hospital.
The event was filmed and shown to the
entire student body the following day.
After the junior and senior classes

watched the video, they listened to
emotional readings of letters from the
parents and the student victims. A real
judge sentenced the ÒdrunkÓ driver to a
lengthy prison term, and local police
and fire officials spoke about the dan-
gers of driving under the influence.
Principal Nancy Neu closed out the
ceremonies, stating that if only one stu-
dentÕs life was saved as a result of the
program, it was worth it. We would say
that many lives were saved as a result
of the program, and that the money
was well spent. 

This was the first time the freshmen
and sophomore classes also took part
in the program and learned about the
dangers of drinking and driving. Not
only did they view the staged accident,
but they also watched the video in
small assemblies staged throughout the
school. Afterwards, they discussed the
video with a local police officer and a
Redwood counselor.

ÒDecision DayÓ

High school seniors wait in anticipation of April 15, when final college admission
announcements are made. We offer tips to help you and your teen get through this
rite of passage. For teens it seems like the most important event of their lives, and
indeed it does start them on a particular course for the future. For parents it can
seem like a reflection of themselves. However, you should keep the whole college
application and selection process in perspective. Above all, remember that accep-
tance or rejection is not a measure of the child's worth nor does it guarantee even-
tual success or failure in life.

Be prepared 

¥ Keep realistic expectations in mind. It's fine to have schools that are a "reach,"
but don't set your heart on these, and don't feel that the "safety" schools are a last
resort. All schools have something to offer. 
¥ Don't confuse your ambitions or past disappointments with those of your child.
Parents have the benefit of age and experience and they want the best for their
children. Although teens can profit from parental advice, teens must experience
things for themselves. 
¥ As much as we would all like to imagine otherwise, there is no such thing as a
perfect college. There is such a thing as a perfect fit or a good enough match to
make the college experience an enriching and enjoyable one. 
¥ Have a plan for what will happen based on the outcome of the decisions.  Know
ahead of time how you and your teen rank schools; list the pros and cons of each
different place. 

Once you get the news

¥ To open or not to open. The old fashioned way of judging the decision by the size
and weight of the envelope may no longer hold up. Nevertheless, talk to your child
about how the mail delivery issue is to be handled: phone calls home from school
and letters read over the phone vs. saving the mail for the teen to open. 
¥ Elicit your teen's feelings about the decision: elation or dejection or relief that it's
over. Be aware that feelings may not be readily apparent or registered right away.
Have some gauge of the peer group culture and standards, as well as how tuned in
or competitive your child is with friends.

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¥ Recognize that the move to college represents a milestone in life for both parent
and child. Regardless of how close or far away the campus, college signifies a
move towards independence and adulthood that should be acknowledged and cele-
brated. 
¥ Monitor your own attitude. The manner in which the parents and family handle
stress and disappointment and their feelings about higher education will influence
how the teen copes with the situation. 
¥ Realize that you and your child's reactions may be related to a host of other feel-
ings and issues: fears and desires about moving on. "The letter" represents a con-
crete separation and the fact that there will be a change in the family. Even if the
teen remains living at home during the college years, the roles of parent and child
no doubt will shift as teens take on new responsibilities. 
¥ For the child with multiple choices, this is a time to consider advantages and dis-
advantages of each option. You may not want to think about it, but nothing is forev-
er and many students transfer. 
¥ Take time. Regardless of the decisions, plans become clearer over the course of
the next days and weeks, and feelings of either joy or sadness become less intense.
It takes time to adjust to whatever decision you make as a family in spite of the
decisions made by college admissions counselors. 
¥ Breathe a sigh of relief. No matter what, at least the decision is made! Now every-
one can move forward.
