The
cost of applying to the UC is $60.00 each campus and CSU is $55.00 each campus. For
virtual tours of the application process please visit the websites prior to beginning the
application process, many questions will be answered here.

Every fall | like to remind the entire school community that we subscribe to a
number of online databases. If you are used to Usingy/Nexis or other such resources
in your workplace or use the databases made available through your local public library,
you know what | referring to.

We subscribe to databases which support the curriculum of Redwood and the work
and leisure needs of our teacherd atudents. If you go to the libraryOs web site
<rhslibrary.org> you will notice that links to databases take up the prime spot on the

page.

There are a number of databases which have general appeal.
Our EBSCOhost subscription provides access to oved 75
general magazineddiction Letter t0 Yankee) and
newspapersifie Advocate [Stamford, Conn.] to
Yakima Herald Republic) and articles from over 6500
peerreviewed and trade journals ranging frdducus
to Zygon: Journal of Religion and Science. There




are100s of referencelgooks fromOxford Reference Online ranging fromZ'he Oxford
Dictionary of American Art and Artists t0 A Dictionary of Zoology, 1000s of articles and
100s of ebooks from Gale@pposing Viewpoints Reference Center and dozens of
referene ebooks from th&Gale Virtual Reference Library ranging from the
Encyclopedia of World Biography to Poetry for Students. We subscribe to two electronic
encyclopediasiVorld Book Online andEncyclopaedia Britannica (Academic ed.), as
well aseNotes and ebooks from thd.incoln Library.

Many subjects have access to information specific to that subject. For example, we
subscribe t&ProQuest Learning: Literature, Teen Health and Wellness, Access Science,
CQ Researcher andColumbia International Affairs Online among others.

Although students can access what seems like everything by searching the web, we
know that there is a lot of information in the OhiddenO or OdeepO web which is not
accessible through search engines. Much of this kind of information lakdgaonly via
subscription.

As students work on research projects for their various subjects in high school, they
are expected to go beyond Google to find the best information available to them. As they
continue on to college and the work world they ailo be expected to go beyond
general web searches and be familiar with the databases particular to their subjects and
careers. Learning how to make use of these resources in high school will give them an
important step up on those who continue to relglgmn general web searches for data
and information.

As a community we thank you for the support you provide to your students and
others in the school community and invite to take advantage of those resources. Since
most of these resources require aitotp use them there is a link on the library home
page to database passwords.
