Springtime at Redwood not only brings the promise of warmer weather but introduces the
many exciting and busy activities that continue throughout the remainder of the school
year.

The pilot bell schedule ended on February 12, and we are back on our standard daily
schedule for the rest of the semester. We will be collecting feedback from staff, students
and parents, and the staff will be examining the feedback and coming to a decision about
next year’s bell schedule by the end of April. Thanks so much for your patience and
flexibility during the pilot schedule. Change is always disruptive but it is worth the effort
in the pursuit of improved education for our students

Spring sports have started, offering both students and parents the opportunity to come and
check out some of our talented athletes.

The Redwood Foundation has been hard at work getting ready for the fundraising event
of the year, “Redwood Rocks”, on March 12", This is a fabulous, fun-filled event where
all the proceeds support the students and teachers at Redwood through the RHS
Foundation. I hope that you will join us for this wonderful event!

This year we will be running the Every 15 Minutes Program on March 10™ and 11™. This
event drives home the message that it is never safe or smart to drive a vehicle while under
the influence or to get into a vehicle driven by someone under the influence. Many
people are hard at work behind the scenes to make this program a success, including
Twin Cities Police Authority, Larkspur-Corte Madera Fire Department, the California
Highway Patrol, the Marin County Coroner’s Office, Assistant Principal Chad Stuart,
and many parents volunteers, students and staff. My hope is always that the lessons from
Every 15 Minutes will stay with our students and have an impact on the decisions they
make throughout their lives.

During the spring semester, the majority of the State testing takes place. Assessing
students against standards continues to be an effective model for improving both the
performance of students and schools. Redwood continues to be identified as one of the
highest achieving high schools in the state.

On March 16" and 17" our sophomore class will be taking the California High School
Exams (CAHSEE). Juniors who have not yet taken the high school exit exam or not
received the requisite scores will also test. It is a point of pride that all of our seniors
have taken and passed this requirement. Results of the CAHSEE will be made available
in May.



During the week of April 19" — 23rd, our 9th, IOth, and 110 graders will be taking the
STAR (State Testing and Reporting system) exam. During STAR testing, Redwood will
have a special schedule. This schedule will be emailed to all homes soon. I am asking
for your support to ensure the school’s success in the important state accountability
measure. STAR scores are used to generate the Academic Performance Index (API)
score for each school, which is the state mandated school accountability measure. The
state requires at least 95% of the enrolled students to participate in taking this test in
order to receive an API score. This test also provides diagnostic information about a
student’s performance in each of the core academic areas.

Students who are interested in the AP/Honors program at Redwood may now review the
matrix of information online at www.redwood.org, listing requirements, meeting dates,
and entrance examination dates. We ask that you take the time to discuss realistic
expectations with your student. Too many students load their schedules with AP and
Honors courses only to find that they become overwhelmed with amount of work,
reading, and the amount of time necessary to successfully complete the coursework.
Remember that Redwood offers excellent opportunities throughout our course offerings
that both challenge and support students.

Please don’t forget to join us on April 8" for our Open House. The evening will start at
6:30 PM. This is a great opportunity to visit classrooms, meet Redwood’s talented staff
and see examples of student work. Look for the informational letter coming home later
in this month for more details.

The components of a successful school include not only fabulous students and dedicated
staff, but also tremendous support from the parents and community. Thank you for your
continued support of our staff and programs at Redwood High School.

The College Visit

The best way to learn which colleges seem right for you is by visiting schools whenever
you can. Try some visits during the spring break.
Here are some hints about visiting schools.

If you are staying in town, try to select some local colleges to visit such as U.C.
Berkeley, Sonma State University, University of San Francisco and Santa Rosa
J.C. These offer a variety of sizes and settings for students to consider.

All colleges have a website where they tell you how to arrange a tour. They will
let you know when the tours andommation sessions are offered and where to go
on campus to access these. Some colleges will want you to have a reservation and
others will not.

Make reservations, if necessary, via the internet or telephone.

Be on time for your tours as they do not waitanyone

Limit your visits to two schools per day. This gives you time for a morning
information session and tour at one school and another in the afternoon.

Make time to sit in the cafeteria or student union to observe the students in action
with each other

Ask questions of your tour guide as they are always students. You can ask
academic questions such as; how hard do you have to work to be successful? Do
professors or TAs teach your classes? Do your professors know their students?
Are they friendly and accessible? What are the computer lab and library hours?
Social questions might be; what do students do on weekends? Do they stay on
campus or leave? What is there to do on and off campus? Are students
competitive or collaborative?

General gastions might be; what if | do not get along with the roommate

assigned to me? How safe is this campus? Is there anything you donOt like about
it here? What is the greatest thing about this college? What is the attitude toward
students, in general, blye college admissions officers, registrar, dorm managers,
deans, professors and advisors?

Take notes and take pictures. Discuss your tours with the people you were with
(parents, friends etc) and list those things that were attractive/unattractive to you.
If you are traveling some distance to visit schools, find out if they request
interviews with prospective students. If they do, try to arrange an interview.

If you have interviews scheduled, do your homework and know about the school
and the majors, spet programs and so forth.

If your main interests include, Theatre programs, dance, music or the fine arts,
find about auditions, portfolios, number of productions/shows etc.



* Remember, private schools keep track of who visits their campuses, sees them at
college fairs and when they visit the high schools. Interest and Oface timeO are
important when all else is equal.

If you have questions about
Honors and/or Advanced Placemelasses, including information meetings and entrance
requirements, look for th&P and Honors Matrix and Calendar which is linked to a yellow bar on

the redwood.org website home page. Students are required to attend informational meetings before
signing upfor a class. Meeting and test dates & times are also available in the daily TWIG (which you
can also find online under OPublicationsO or go diredilypté/redwood.org/header.php?page=tyvig

In addition on the Redwood.org home page there are links to descriptions of many of the electives
available at Redwood.

We hope that students and parents will work together to plan course selections very &sefthigt
students may meet the requiremédyath for graduation and their post high school plans. Careful
planning is essential parent signature is required on the request sheet.

Some things to keep in mind when reviewing planned courses:

1. Math, Science, and World Language teachers wildwesing their students of the most appropriate
courses to enroll in. REMEMBER, these recommendations are tentative, being made early in the
semester and may be revised at the end of the semester depending on student performance.

2. Has Outcome #B Tecmology been met? Students are required to meet this Outcome by the end of
tenth grade or they will be placed in Introduction to Computers in their junior year in order to meet
this important requirement. Students who will be in the tenth grade or elgwrad#hwho have not

met the Outcome need to sign up for the course for next year or in Summer School or take the

4. Although a D in a cose requird for graduation will earhigh school credit, that same course will
not be acceptable for college if it is an entrance requirement. For example, a D in a required English
class should be repeated if the student wants to remain fully eligible forgefouwrollege. Summer



School is often the simplest way to repeat courses; please contact your counselor for further
information.

5. Does your student have any F semester grades in subjects required for graduation? Summer School
is usually the easiest way to make-up required courses, but if plans do not allow that, then it is
important to enroll in the repeat classes during the school year.

Please consult your studentOs counselor if you have questions specific to your studentOs scheduling
needs.

It is vital that students return their scheduling request sheets when they are due. Our school course
schedule is based on the selections that students make, and courses may be dropped if insufficient
numbers of students are registered. In addition, our schoohgt&ffdependent on our course

offerings so it is essential that we receive schedule requests from all students. Missing or late schedul
requests jeopardize the existence of some electives and can limit student choices substantially.
Counselors will createchedules for students who fail to turn in their own requests and changes may
not be possible. WE WANT EVERYONE TO HAVE AS MUCH CHOICE AS POSSIBLE, SO
